 Each year, The Symphony Guild of Charlotte provides tuition assistance to qualified 
applicants who have accepted positions in the Charlotte Symphony Youth Orchestra or the 
Charlotte Symphony Junior Youth Orchestra.  The assistance provided is based on financial 
need and helps to defray the tuition due to the Charlotte Symphony Orchestra. 
 
 To apply for assistance consideration, students should complete the enclosed Tuition 
Scholarship Financial Aid Application.  Although assistance is based on financial need, The 
Guild expects recipients to remain in the Youth Orchestra program for the entire 2007-2008 
season.  If a student fails to remain in the Youth Orchestra program for the entire 
season, the Guild may demand that he/she repay the assistance amount.  Additionally, 
The Guild strongly encourages recipients and their parents to volunteer to assist The Guild in 
its activities.  Students and parents may choose to volunteer to assist in a variety of Guild 
programs including the ASID Designer House, the Musical Petting Zoo, the annual Fashion 
Show, and Guild meetings.  All of these programs raise money and/or promote musical 
education for young musicians.
